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John’s Portrait of Jesus:  The Word Became Flesh 

“The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us.  We have seen his glory, the glory of the one and only [Son], who came from the Father, full of grace and truth”.  John 1:14

1. Jesus is the Word of God.

· How do you know another person? Isn’t it by their words?

· Jesus is the one who communicates to us who God is.  We can know God truly through Jesus. (Hebrews 1:1-3).

· He is the supreme revelation of God, the true light of the world.

2. Jesus is the Word who became flesh.

4. What does this mean for you and for me today?

· Receive Jesus as your Lord and Savior—John 1:12

· Go to Jesus as your Counselor, who will do wonderful things for you.  He understands your thoughts and feelings; can relate to you and help you.
